What Is 
Lindsay’s Law?
• Ohio law protecting youth 

athletes from Sudden Cardiac 
Arrest (SCA).

• Applies to all youth sports, 
including MCLL.

• Requires parents & athletes to 
review materials and 
acknowledge annually.
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Warning Signs to 
Watch For
• Fainting, dizziness, chest pain.
• Shortness of breath not typical 

for the exercise.
• Seizure like activity.
• Family history of early cardiac 

issues.
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What          
Parents Must Do
• Watch the required Lindsay’s 

Law video.
• Review the ODH SCA fact sheet.
• Sign the annual 

acknowledgment form.
• Report symptoms immediately; 

athlete sits out until medically 
cleared.
